Snow Removal Agreement
Contract requires a 3 plow minimum per month from December 1, 2008 to March 31, 2009.  This means that if it doesn’t snow enough to plow in a month you will still be billed for 3 plows.  If it snows more than 3 times you will be billed for each additional plow.  “Per Plow rate” is for snow accumulations up to 7”.  Accumulations greater than approximately 7” may result in additional charges to compensate for additional time required to adequately clear snow from driveways.  Customer agrees to pay the additional charges.  Quoted rates are restricted to the description of services listed on page 2.

In order for our operators to properly plow the driveways all utility boxes, fire hydrants and any landscape items that are impossible to see when covered with snow, must be properly marked.  The owner will clearly stake the areas to be avoided.  In the event the areas staked are erroneous, the owner agrees to defend and hold harmless Hole Hog Excavation for any damages that my have resulted from the owner’s failure to properly stake their property.  Major damage to property as a result of snowplowing due to negligence must be reported to Hole Hog Excavation with in forty eight (48) hours of service to facilitate the filing of insurance claims.  Failure to report damages constitutes a waiver and Hole Hog Excavation is released from liability.  Gravel and other miscellaneous items that might be misplaced in the act of snowplowing are the sole responsibility of the owner.  Damage to lawns and gardens due to snowplowing is the sole responsibility of the owner.

Hole Hog Excavation will exercise its best judgment based upon weather forecasts and existing conditions at the time.  Customer is aware that weather in the Roaring Fork Valley may change rapidly and without notice. Hole Hog Excavation will be allowed to decide if snowplowing is warranted based upon snow accumulations at customers particular location.

Customer understands that plowing of a particular location may not clear the area to “bare pavement” and that slippery conditions may continue to prevail even after plowing.  Customer understands that Hole Hog Excavation assumes no liability for this naturally occurring condition.  Customer agrees to defend and hold harmless the contractor for any and all trespasses or suits that may arise as a result of this naturally occurring condition.

Additional services are available, as listed on page 2.  Such as snow hauling, ice and snow pack removal, roof shoveling, hand shoveling, and Bobcat and snow blower services.

Some driveways may require additional snow removal during the season due to conditions.  Customer will be notified when machinery and other labor will be needed to perform work such ad relocating piles or widening driveways.  
Accounts that are past due will not be plowed until account is brought up to date.  Invoices and statements of charges will be mailed out on a monthly basis and are due upon Receipt.  Delinquent accounts will become subject to a service charge of 9% per month.  Customer understands and accepts the fact that the delays in payments made to Hole Hog Excavation may result in appropriate legal actions being taken to collect monies owed to Hole Hog Excavation.  This contract is cancelable upon written notification by either party.  Monies invoices or due for services rendered are due and payable upon such cancellation.
